February 2010 Theme: Happy Birthday, BSA

Some of the purposes of Cub Scouting developed through this
month’ theme include:

Character Development. Cub Scouts will develop a sense of
pride learning about the history of the Boy Scouts of America and
knowing that they are a part of it.

Preparation for Boy Scouts. Boys will become more aware
of the Scouting movement and will be excited and motivated to
continue on to Boy Scouting.

Friendly Service. As boys learn about the unknown Scout, they
will gain more understanding of the meaning of a Good Turn.
The core value to be highlighted this month is:

Honesty. While exploring the history of the BSA and its

founders, Cub Scouts will see the importance of being trustworthy
and keeping the Promise.

Preopening Activity: Cub Scout Quiz
Create a quiz with about 20 questions on Cub Scouting and your
pack. Write answers on index cards and post the cards on walls
around the room. Make sure it's clear which answer goes with
which question. The Cub Scout Leader Book and the boys’ hand-
books are excellent sources for questions.

As people arrive, hand them the quiz and instruct them to circulate
around the room and find the answers. Encourage them to mingle
and get to know each other while working on the quiz. Later dur-
ing the meeting, go over the quiz and the answers. Give an appro-
priate cheer for everyone for doing his or her best.

Examples of questions:

‘What country did Scouting start in?

Who is the founder of Scouting?

‘What is the anniversary date of the Boy Scouts of America?
What year was Cub Scouting in America launched?
‘What is the highest rank in Cub Scouting?

What is the Cub Scout motto?

How many Webelos activity badges are there?

In which year did our pack start?

Which district and council does our pack belong to?
What is the name of our chartered organization?

Opening Ceremony: Ranks of

CUBMASTER: Robert Baden-Powell organized the Boy Scouts in
England in 1907. In 1910 the Scouting movement
came to America, Cub Scouting began in 1930.
Today in America more than 1.5 million boys are in
the Cub Scout program.
TIGER CUB: I am a Tiger Cub. Will everyone please stand and give
the Cub Scout sign with me and remain standing?
WOLF CUB SCOUT: 1 am a Wolf Cub Scout. Will everyone please
give the Cub Scout salute with me?
BEAR CUB SCOUT: I am a Bear Cub Scout. Cub Scouts all over
America practice the Cub Scout motto. Will

everyone please say the Cub Scout motto with
me? Do Your Best!

WEBELOS SCOUT 1: 1 am a Webelos Scout. Webelos stands for
“We’ll Be Loyal Scouts.” Will everyone
please say it with me? We'll be loyal Scouts!

WEBELOS SCOUT 2:1 have earned the highest rank in Cub
Scouting, the Arrow of Light Award. I prac-
tice the Boy Scout motto. Will everyone
please say the Boy Scout motto with me?
Be Prepared!

CUBMASTER: In celebration of the BSA’s 100th birthday and
everything that is represented here tonight, please
join us in repeating the Cub Scout Promise.

Prayer: Scouting Blessing

“Bless all Scouts young and old, wherever they may be.

Bless our leaders and our families, everyone and me.

Bless us as we celebrate the BSA's 100th birthday, too.

And bless our food this evening at our banquet of gold and blue.”

Cheer: Balloon Cheer

Pretend to blow up a huge balloon. Tie the balloon. Toss it into the
air and shout, “Happy birthday, BSA!"

Advancement Ceremony: Birthday Cake

Materials: Actual sheet cake in its box; five lightweight boxes (shirt
boxes, for example) in descending sizes

Preparation: Place Bobcat badges in the smallest box and Webelos
badges in the largest. Omit any rank not needed. Wrap each box.
Stack the boxes atop the cake box and decorate to resemble a tier
cake. Put the stack (with the edible cake at the bottom) on a cart
(or on a table, if no cart is available).

CUBMASTER: Tonight we celebrate a birthday—the 100th birthday
of the Boy Scouts of America. It traditional at birthday celebra-
tions to have a cake. We have a very special birthday cake. (Wheel
out the “tier cake.”) A birthday is a celebration of a milestone in
life. We have many Cub Scouts here tonight who have reached a
milestone in Cub Scouting. Each of the tiers of our special birthday
cake represents these Cub Scouts,

Let’s cut into the first layer, the top of our cake and the future of
our pack. (Open the top box and call up the first group of recipients
and parents. Present the awards.)

Qur next layer represents the strength of our pack. Let’s cut into
this layer. (Open the next box and proceed in the same manner until
all awards are handed out. Change the wording as desired.)

It seems we have one more layer here. This bottom layer is for
everyone to share in celebration of the unity and success of our
pack and the milestones reached here tonight. (Open the cake box
and show the sheet cake.) Please join us after the closing ceremony
for some Scout birthday cake!
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
